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GRANT APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Please download these instructions.
2. Please download the Racial Ethnic Program Grant Application.
3. Please download 2 copies of the Executive/General Presbyter’s Review form.
4. Fill out the Racial Ethnic Program Grant Application and sign it.
5. Make a copy of the completed application.
6. PLEASE READ ALL THE REMAINING INSTRUCTIONS BEFORE DOING ANYTHING FURTHER.
7. Send or deliver the original application and one of the Executive/General Presbyter’s Review forms to the Synod of the Covenant, 1911 Indianwood Circle, Suite B, Maumee, OH 43537.  (But first – see “10” below.)
8. Send or deliver the copy of the original application and the other Executive/General Presbyter’s Review form to the Presbytery Executive of your presbytery.  The Presbytery Executive will review the application, fill out the Presbyter’s Review form, and send the application and the review form to the synod office
9. Both copies of the application – the one that you send to the synod office, and the one that the Presbytery Executive sends to the synod office, must be postmarked by February 1 for spring consideration, and by October 1 for fall consideration
10. Send and/or deliver both copies of the application at the same time.  At the top of both copies of the Executive/General Presbyter’s Review form place the date the applications are being sent/delivered.  Please note that the Presbytery Executive has 30 days to review the application and the project.  Send the applications early enough that the Executive’s copy of the application will arrive at the synod office by the February 1 or October 1 deadline even if the executive waits 30 days before sending it.
INFORMATION
1. All funded proposals, without exception, must return a project evaluation report at the end of the funding cycle before additional monies will be released.
2. The maximum grant for any proposal request will be $3,500 annually.
3. Site visits will be made by two Presbyterians not related to the project.  One of the persons will be from the Church Development and Transformation Committee and the other will be from the Cabinet on Ethnic Church Affairs.  One of these persons will be from within the presbytery where the project is located and the other will be from outside of that presbytery.
4. A project may receive funding no more than there (3) times.  
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
