ORGANIZATION, WORSHIP AND ORIENTATION


Ms. Barnes welcomed all present.  Vice-moderator Doris Evans introduced guests who would be speaking to the Synod Assembly later in the day regarding mission trips.   Ms. Evans led the Assembly in worship.  The Christ Candle was lighted.

Ms. Barnes and Synod Executive Assistant Janet Fehlen gave an orientation for commissioners and youth advisory delegates, presenting information about the facility in which the Assembly was meeting, the hotel in which commissioners and youth advisory delegates would be staying, and about the Maumee Presbyterian Church where the Assembly would gather for dinner and worship. Ms Barnes noted that a basket of prayer cards was on a table at the front of the Assembly.  The cards were signed by over 1000 persons in the synod who committed to pray for the synod.  Ms. Fehlen called attention to the new expense travel voucher in use by the synod.

REPORT OF THE STATED CLERK (Attachment AA)

The report of the stated clerk was presented by the Rev. George Baird.  Mr. Baird announced that a quorum was present.  (The Synod Bylaws Article IV, C, 4 specify that a quorum for a meeting of the Synod Assembly shall consist of ten commissioners, made up of five elders and five ministers.  These commissioners shall represent a minimum of four presbyteries.)  Mr. Baird announced that the next meeting of the Synod Assembly would be held November 5-6, 2010.  

Mr. Baird reported that the Book of Order, D-5.0206b, requires that the Stated Clerk report to the Synod Assembly annually the names of those members of the Permanent Judicial Commission whose terms have expired within the last six years.  Those persons are:

Mr. Baird reported that he had received the following requests for excuse: Commissioners:  George Hufford, Cincinnati Presbytery; C. David Morgan, Muskingum Valley Presbytery; Raphael Francis, Detroit Presbytery; Andrew Aboagye, Scioto Valley Presbytery; Lisa Miller, Muskingum Valley Presbytery, Deborah Fair, Detroit Presbytey; Youth Advisory Delegate Stephanie VanVliet, Scioto Valley Presbytery; Grace Iglehart, Detroit Presbytery.  Motion was sustained to grant the excuses requested.

Motion was sustained to approve the minutes of the Synod Assembly for March 12-13, 2010 and May 20, 2010.  Mr. Baird reported that the annual synod review of presbytery minutes had been held in Maumee, Ohio, on May 3-4, 2010, and presented the report of that review.  (Attachment BB)  Motion was sustained to approve the report and approve the reviewer’s findings and recommendations.  The clerk reported that the 2009 Minutes of the Synod of the Covenant were reviewed by representatives of the General Assembly in Kansas City on April 21-23, 2010.  The minutes were approved with exception:  there was no report of members of the Permanent Judicial Commission whose terms have expired.  The stated clerk reported that the Rev. Lutrelle Rainey, Presbytery of Miami Valley, had resigned as a member of the Synod Executive Search Committee because he had moved out of the synod.  With the approval of the Assembly Mr. Baird placed in nomination the Rev. Francisco Pelaez, Presbytery of Miami Valley, to replace Mr. Rainey on the Search Committee.  There being no nominations from the floor, motion was sustained to elect Mr. Pelaez.  The stated clerk introduced the Rev. Cynthia Burse, a member of the Search Committee who reported on the committee’s progress, and stated that the committee hoped to present a candidate for Synod Executive to the Assembly at its November 5-6, 2010 stated meeting.

REPORT OF THE SYNOD TREASURER (Attachment CC)
The report of the Synod Treasurer was presented by Alicia Williams.  Ms. Williams presented the synod’s Financial Statements for the period ending July 31, 2010. She led the Assembly through a consideration of the reports page by page, and explained he reports in great detail.  Ms. Williams noted the decline in synod income and expressed her concern about income for the synod in the future.  Motion was sustained to receive the treasurer’s report with gratitude for all of Alicia William’s hard work.

REPORT OF BUDGET AND FINANCE

The report of the Budget and Finance Committee was presented by David Bartley, moderator.  Mr. Bartley reported: 

1. If a committee wishes to change the original intent of an approved line item in the budget the Budget and Finance Committee will consider all written requests at one of their scheduled meetings.

2. The Budget and Finance Committee will be meting on September 23, 2010 at 1:00 p.m. to formulate the 2011 Proposed Budget and to make a recommendation on the 2012 Per Capita for the Synod of the Covenant.  Information from all the committees needs to be submitted by September 16, 2010.

3. If any of the committee chairs are aware of any line items in the budget that will not be used in 2010, please notify the Budget and Finance Committee.

REPORT OF THE SYNOD TRUSTEES

The report of the Synod Trustees was presented by David Bartley, president.  Upon recommendation of the Board of Trustees motions were sustained: 1. that the Synod Assembly adopt the Externally Reviewed Financial Statements of the Synod of the Covenant for 2009 (Attachment DD), and 2. that the Synod Assembly approve the proposed changes in the Policies of the Board of Trustees (Attachment EE) as follows:

POLICIES OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

         SYNOD LOANS

I. THE LOAN PROGRAM 

A. Funds for Synod Loans are held by and accounted for by "The Synod Of The Covenant, Presbyterian Church (USA) Inc." the Presbyterian Foundation New Covenant Funds.   The Synod of the Covenant will also invests monies with the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) Investment and Loan Program, Inc. (PILP) for the purpose of increasing the capital available for PILP to loan and to make interest rebates available to participating Presbyteries and Congregations.  The amount to be invested with New Covenant Funds and PILP will be evaluated annually by the Budget and Finance Committee.  The Budget and Finance Committee has responsibility for administration and oversight of the loan program.  The funds are managed by the trustees.  Loans made from these funds are herein referred to as "Synod Loans."  [Note: this preceding PILP section was moved to section A from Section B]
B. The Synod loan funds are available to provide short-term loans up to $10,000, repayable within six to nine twelve months, and assessed an interest rate to be determined by the Budget & Finance Committee at the time of approval. 

C. Loans and the fund balance will be overseen by the Budget and Finance Committee 

D. The Budget and Finance Committee will receive and process all loan applications after approval of the request has been granted by the respective presbytery, evaluate applications in light of the repayment capacity of the presbytery or church, and maintain the financial accounting system which will monitor the loan repayment. 

E. Short term loans will be guaranteed by the Presbytery within those bounds the loan is made. 

F. Presbyteries shall co-sign loans and thereby guarantee, by action of that governing body, that payments of principal and interest will be made when due. 

G.  A line of Credit of $50,000 for the Brookwood Community Learning Center in Columbus, Ohio at zero interest has been established.

APPENDIX 1

INVESTMENT FUNDS DEFINED

2) The Synod Loan Fund resulted from combining available capital loan funds of the synods of Ohio and Michigan at the creation of the Synod of the Covenant in 1972. Since 2002, synod loan funds were primarily invested in New Covenant Funds at the Presbyterian Foundation.  In 2007, the decision was made to invest $800,000 of existing loan funds in the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) Investment and Loan Program, Inc. (PILP). The purpose of this investment was to support the capital loan program of PILP and to help make funds available for presbyteries and congregations within the Synod of the Covenant by enabling potential interest rebates to PILP borrowing presbyteries and congregations.  Additional funds are invested in PILP as directed by the synod trustees from existing synod loan funds at the Presbyterian Foundation.
The Synod of the Covenant will also provide funds up to $10,000 for short term loans with repayment terms not to exceed 12 months. The amount of funds to be made available and the interest rate to be charged will be determined by the Budget and Finance Committee.

Management Objective:

The management objective will be to help provide monies that PILP can loan and to support interest rebates to presbyteries and congregations with the Synod of the Covenant that borrow money from PILP. The Synod Loan Fund supports the General Fund of the Synod of the Covenant in the following manner:

1.  5% of the prior year ending balance in the New Covenant Loan Fund invested through the Presbyterian Foundation.
2.  Loan interest collected in the prior year on outstanding synod loans and bank interest earned on those funds in the same accounting period.
3.  Interest earned on the PILP Loan Funds in the prior year.

In addition, the following management practices will be followed:

1.   In January of each year, loan funds in excess of $10,000 maintained at Huntington Bank will be transferred to the New Covenant Loan Fund at the Presbyterian Foundation.

2.  The Board of Trustees Investment Subcommittee will make recommendations to the Board of Trustees as to the allocation of funds within PILP and between loan funds at the Presbyterian Foundation, PILP, and Huntington Bank.

Mr. Bartley reported that the Board of Trustees has decided that when the Synod of the Covenant is no longer using any of its computers, notice will be placed on the website and/or through the Synod News that they will be given away.  The computers will be given away on a first come first serve basis.  After 30 days they will be recycled.  Mr. Bartley reported that a committee is looking for a new location for the synod office, and that the Home Builders Association which owns the present synod office facility will make a revised rent proposal.  He said the committee hopes to have a decision made on the office location by September 30, 2010.

MULTICULTURAL, RACIAL ETHNIC AND JUSTICE REPORT 
(Attachment FF)
The report of the Multicultural, Racial Ethnic and Justice Committee was presented by Doris Evans, moderator.  Ms. Evans reported that the committee has revised the Peacemaking Grants Application form and the Instructions form for clarity.  She called on Florence Morrison, moderator of Presbyterian Women of the Synod who presented the Presbyterian Women report. (Attachment GG)  Ms. Morrison spoke about the Presbyterian Women‘s Gathering at Dearborn in June, 2010, and said the Presbyterian Women had contributed Health Kits for the Mobile Health Fairs.

Doris Evans and Jane McGookey spoke about the Covenant Mission Exchange which the Multicultural, Racial Ethnic and Justice Committee has initiated, saying that the Exchange is a program to aid ministries in the presbyteries by giving those ministries wider exposure and informing people about those ministries.  The ministries are listed on the Covenant Mission Exchange website, donors are encouraged, and online donations are possible
Ms. Evans introduced the Rev. Francis Miller and Elder Isaac Monah of the Noble Road Presbyterian Church in Cleveland Heights, Ohio.  Mr. Miller and Mr. Monah spoke about the Dougbe River Project in Liberia, a project begun and supported by the Noble Road Church, and also supported by many others; a Synod of the Covenant Peacemaking Grant was given to the church for the project.  The reason for the project is to build a school in Liberia.  Mr. Monah spoke about his life in Liberia, about the civil war there which led him to come to the United States where he joined the Noble Road Church.  Mr. Miller said that the church has raised $45,000 for the project, that that money will be used to build the first classroom for the school, that groundbreaking will take place in October, 2010, and that a total of $285, 000 is needed to complete the project.

Ms. Evans introduced Susan Monroe, a staff member of First Presbyterian Church, Van Wert, Ohio, and two members of the church’s youth group.  The three spoke about a mission trip by 15 youth and 7 adults to Caguas, Puerto Rico.  They told of how the youth group held fund raising events and how the mission trip was also supported by three grants, one of which was a Synod of the Covenant Peacemaking grant.  The two youth group members spoke of the work they did in Caguas, of worship services held there, of their experience of working in a third world country and making new friendships, and how the mission trip aided their personal growth in faith.

Ms. Evans introduced Tammy Scheuermann, Synod’s Mobile Health Fair Coordinator.  Ms. Scheuermann reported that the Mobile Health Fair program had another successful year.  The program was led by six college students aided by over 200 volunteers; 1647 persons received health care at 41 sites in eight of the synod’s eleven presbyteries.  A video was shown of a health fair held in Lake Michigan Presbytery.

WORLD COMMUNION OF REFORMED CHURCHES REPORT

Christine Barnes and Doris Evans reported on the meeting they attended of the World Alliance of Reformed Churches and the Reformed Ecumenical Council in Grand Rapids, Michigan; during the meeting those two bodies merged to form the World Communion of Reformed Churches.  They reported that attendees came from 218 countries; that PC(USA) stated clerk Gradye Parsons was elected to serve on the WCRC Executive Council; and that the Synod of the Covenant sponsored a booth, and a table at the closing banquet of the new World Communion of Reformed Churches.  A video was presented showing scenes from the Grand Rapids meeting.

The Vice-moderator assumed the chair.

MODERATOR’S COMMITTEE REPORT (Attachment HH) 
The report of the Moderator’s Committee was presented by Christine Barnes, moderator.  Ms. Barnes reminded the Assembly that at the May 7, 2010 meeting of the Synod Assembly “Motion was sustained that the Synod Assembly refer the matter of perceived tension between the Presbytery of Detroit and the Synod of the Covenant to the Moderator’s Committee for review of the situation and with instruction to report back to the Synod Assembly at a future date” and said that the Moderator’s Committee has appointed a subcommittee which will meet with representatives of the Presbytery of Detroit to discuss this matter.  She also reported that funds requested from the General Assembly’s Heiserman Fund have been received.
Ms. Barnes reported that the Moderator’s Committee has considered the Synod Grant Policy which was adopted by the Synod Assembly at its August 13, 2009 meeting.  At that meeting a letter to EP/GP’s which included a policy at the top of the letter was approved as the Synod’s Grant Policy.  Upon recommendation of the Moderator’s Committee motion was sustained that the Synod Assembly declare that the Synod Grant Policy is not the whole letter, but only the actual paragraph which was listed at the page top minus the words “and shall include the following information”.  The policy therefore reads “Grant Application Forms for Program Grants for Racial Ethnic Congregations, Synod New Covenant Grants, and Grants for Ministries in Higher Education in The Presbytery of Scioto Valley, shall include a line for the Executive/General Presbyter’s signature.”

Upon recommendation of the Moderator’s Committee motion was sustained that the Synod Assembly authorize the celebration of the Lord’s Supper at the Synod Assembly meeting on August 12, 2010 during the portion of the meeting titled “Walking the Paths of Change Together; A Day of Discernment”, with the Reverends Christine Barnes and Laurie Ferguson officiating. 
The moderator assumed the chair.

MINISTRIES IN HIGHER EDUCATION REPORT (Attachment II)
The report o the Ministries in Higher Education Committee was presented by Ruth Dunn, moderator. Ms. Dunn presented a paper, “Legacy of the Synod’s Two Higher Education Endowments”, which provided background information on what are labeled Campus Ministries Fund of Ohio (CM-O) and Campus Ministries Fund Synod of the Covenant (CM-SOC).  Upon recommendation of the committee motion was sustained:

In order to have a funding allocation that strives for the greatest equity possible for all ministries in higher education throughout the Synod, the following new formula will be used beginning January, 2012 (instead of continuing the historic patterns of funding from past years).

1. As early as possible each year, the Synod’s Ministries in Higher Education Committee will determine the number of active ministries in higher education within the Synod that have an active association with the Presbyterian denomination and meet the Synod Criteria for Evaluation of Campus Ministries.

2. The Committee will allocate the income from the CM-O and CM-SOC endowments by equally dividing the available funds by the number of active ministries in higher education in the Synod, with these stipulations:

A.  First, income from the CM-Ohio restricted fund will be allocated, but only for ministries of higher education located in Ohio, as required by the fund.

B.   Second, income from the CM-SOC fund will be allocated for ministries in higher education throughout the Synod to equalize the distribution per ministry as much as possible, given restrictions on the funds.

3. Allocated funds will be sent to the presbyteries, which will then distribute funds to higher education ministries within their boundaries according to their own criteria.

4. The Committee on Higher Ed will formally review this process after the first two years.

CHURCH DEVELOPMENT AND TRANSFORMATION REPORT
(Attachment JJ)
The report of the Church Development and Transformation Committee was presented by Kathy Horne, moderator.  Ms. Horne presented the committee’s written report and spoke about the use of funds received from the Frank E. Clark Trust.
Ms. Horne introduced Karen Nottelman coordinator of the Synod’s Mission to the USA program who presented the Mission to the USA report. (Attachment KK) Ms. Nottelman reported that five persons from the Middle East would be coming to the synod this fall and that although the synod had hoped twelve persons would be able to come many could not leave their home countries because of current conditions in the Middle East.  She also reported that there may not be funds to continue the program in 2011.
Ms. Horne introduced Estelle Aaron, contract staff for Church Development and Transformation.  Ms. Aaron presented a paper, “Mission Program Grants” (Attachment LL), and spoke about grants available from the PC(USA) and the synod. 
PERSONNEL SERVICES COMMITTEE REPORT

The report of the Personnel Services Committee was presented by Russell Brandt, moderator.  Mr. Brandt reported that the committee had conducted the annual reviews of Treasurer Alicia Williams and Stated Clerk George Baird, and that the committee was very satisfied with the work of both.

Upon recommendation of the committee motion was sustained that the Assembly amend the Personnel Policy Manual by adding a new III, A, 7 that would read “Synod employees may make contributions/salary deferrals to the 403(b) Retirement Savings Plan of the Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) but to no other plan.  The synod does not match any contributions made by employees.”

INTERIM SYNOD EXECUTIVE REPORT

The report of the Interim Synod Executive was given by Margaret Haney.  Ms. Haney reported that the synod had received a grant of $62,500 from the General Assembly’s Hiserman Fund, and that the grant would be used for training Committee on Ministry and Committee on Preparation for Ministry members of the presbyteries in the synod.
Ms. Haney spoke about the program scheduled for the second day of the Synod Assembly meeting.  She called attention to the “Community in Prayer” program through which persons around the synod had committed to be in prayer for the synod.  She said that the synod is seeking the vision God has for this church and how to implement that vision.  She said the Assembly will have that vision in mind when it meets with Dr. Laurie Ferguson as the facilitator for consideration and discussion.  She spoke of the Genesis story of Jacob wrestling with the angel, and said that the synod’s future is like wrestling with the angel as we try to find the way in which God is leading us.

RECESS

The moderator declared the Assembly recessed at 4:45 p.m.  The Christ Candle was extinguished.

DINNER AND WORSHIP

The Assembly gathered at 6:00 p.m. at First Presbyterian Church, Maumee, Ohio, for dinner.  The Assembly reconvened at 7:00 p.m. in the church chapel for worship.  Participating in the service were William Sorensen, Richard Lawther, and Linda Jacobs.  The sermon was given by Moderator Christine Barnes.  During the service an offering was received for the Synod of the Covenant’s Racial-Ethnic Scholarship Fund.  The Assembly was recessed with the benediction at 7:50 p.m. 

RECONVENE
Moderator Christine Barnes reconvened the Assembly in the Home Builders Association Conference room at 10:05 a.m. on Thursday, August 12, and the Christ Candle was lighted.  Margaret Haney again reminded the Assembly of the basket on the front table containing cards signed by over 1000 persons who were praying for the synod.  Ms. Haney introduced the Rev. Dr. Laurie Ferguson.  Dr. Ferguson and Moderator Christine Barnes led the Assembly in opening worship.  Dr. Ferguson led the Assembly in the day’s program titled “Walking the Paths of Change Together: A Day of Discernment”.  
CLOSING

Dr. Laurie Ferguson and Moderator Christine Barnes led the Assembly in closing worship.
