Mobile Health Fair Ministry

Synod of the Covenant

Registration:  Responsible for assisting participants with filing out the registration form and logging the names in the Participant Log Book;  Responsible for signing in volunteers and getting them names tags;  Responsible for directing participants to the first screening station; A MHF Team member will go over the procedure in this area prior to the beginning of the fair.  

Height & Weight: Responsible for measuring the height and weight of participants with discretion and recording the numbers on the participant’s form.  Responsible for directing participants to the next screening station.

Hearing:  If a volunteer is required for screening participants; hearing training will be given at the fair.

Blood Pressure and Pulse Readings:  A volunteer Nurse or Mobile Health Fair Team Member is used here.  The responsibilities include taking the blood pressure and pulse readings and recording them on the participant’s form.  Advising may be done, however ABSOLUTELY NO DIAGNOSIS.

Exit Interviews: A volunteer Doctor or RN is used here.  The responsibilities include reviewing the readings recorded on the participant’s forms.  Noting family history and any concerns they may have noted in the top section.  Asking questions, answering any questions, advising, and referring if necessary the participant to a medical facility. No additional screens may be performed by the exit interview professional; only referrals may be made for follow-up care.
Some doctors bring their own equipment to do a quick look over at the eyes, ears, throat and listen to the heart as well.  As long as there are no diagnoses we are fine.

Blood Screening and Vision Screening is always done by a MHF Team Member OR  a trained volunteer!
Educational Modules:  We have modules on Diabetes, Nutrition and Exercise, Cancer, Heart Health, Substance Abuse, Dental, Sexually Transmitted Diseases, Mental Health, Pulmonary Functions, Parts of the Body and Family Health.  For those who are volunteering in these areas it is good to find someone who has an interest.  Arrive early so that you can go over the display and familiarize yourself with the materials we have to share.

Children’s Activities:  You want to find energetic people who love to be with children for these sections.


Germ Education – We have germ powder to show how important it is to wash our hands often.  Along with this activity is an info/coloring sheet.


Parts of the Body – there are two different models depending on age.  First an apron that can be worn by one child and Velcro organ parts to put on it.  There are also scripts that come along with each organ and a coloring page to help volunteers discuss the function and importance of each organ; Puzzles and Coloring pages with crayons.
For 1st graders up there is the Velcro wall of body parts and bone structure.  This works the same way the Preschool apron works. A huge rubber puzzle of the bones of the body is with this station as well.

Dental – There is “Chompers” the dental puppet which helps with teaching children how to brush their teeth.  Have fun with this.   


Coloring Table – We usually set up a table where we have educational coloring books and crayons for the children.  They can take a book and set of crayons with them.


Face painting and tattooing – We also have face paining and tattooing that can be done.  This also works well on the go.  When the lines get long it is good to distract children with a little bit of fun.
